If the above criteria are met, the Auxiliary Board will send an application packet to be
completed and returned to Warren General Hospital Auxiliary President, Two Crescent
Park West, P. O. Box 68, Warren, PA, 16365. The application packet will consist of the
application form, three recommendations from unrelated adults, a transcript of the
student’s most recent grades and coursework and a copy of the student’s FAFSA or SAR
information. The entire application packet must be mailed together and bear a
postmark no later than Friday, April 6, 2012. Hand deliveries will not be accepted.

After a review of all applications, the scholarship committee will schedule personal

interviews for qualified applicants between the end of May and the first two weeks of
June. Monies available will determine the number of scholarships to be offered.
